Pro-92 Squelch Mod

Turn the Pro-92 off and remove the antenna.  Then remove the battery pack and the four screws holding the rear case and remove the back case.  Remove the two screws holding circuit board on the front case in order to remove it.  You will be adding a 3.3 K resistor

(orange, orange, red and Gold) from ground to the third (from right, top view) leg of the squelch pot. After pulling the two boards away from the display board (The two boards are one assembly) Turn it over and you will see the image in the picture. Solder one end of the 3.3K resistors to the first leg of the volume pot then solder the other end to the third leg of the squelch pot.  You should notice improved squelch action.  This applies to the Pro 92B only.  You can also short the chip resistor right bellow the earphone jack. This will give improved audio when using an external speaker. Caution, you have to set the volume for the headphone or ear plug lower than before. 
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
